GUIDELINES AND ENTRY FORM
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ELIGIBILITY

The 32nd Cleveland International Film Festival (CIFF) will be held March 6-16, 2008 in Cleveland,
Ohio. Films made after April 1, 2006 are now heing accepted for consideration. Films must be
available on any of the following formats for presentation: 35mm, Beta SP (NTSC) or Digibeta
(NTSC). DVDs (Region O or 1) or video transfers (1/2” NTSC VHS) of films must be submitted for
preview purposes.

GUIDELINES

e Productions from 2006 and 2007 may be submitted, with the exception of those works previously
submitted to the CIFF.

e Do not submit works in progress.
e Do not submit industrial or instructional works.

e All films must be submitted on 2" VHS (NTSC system only) or DVD (Region O or 1) for consideration
by the Selection Committee. PAL format VHS and DVD's that are not Region O or 1 WILL NOT BE
ACCEPTED.

e All films submitted must be available in 35mm, Beta SP (NTSC) or Digibeta (NTSC) for presentation.

e All entries must be postmarked by November 30, 2007. (Early submission discounts apply until
October 31 — see fee schedule.)

e A completed entry form must accompany each entry.

e All entries must be sent to the CIFF prepaid and, for your own protection, should be insured.
¢ Videos and DVDs submitted will NOT be returned.

e Films selected for the 32nd CIFF will be announced no later than Friday, February 8, 2008.

e Prints or videos for presentation at the 32nd CIFF must arrive in Cleveland no later than Friday,
February 29, 2008.

e Entries previously screened in Cleveland or aired on television prior to the Festival will not
be eligible.

e Brief description or synopsis of film.

(Please write nothing but
the film title in memo section.) International entrants who do not pay by credit card must use
an international money order paid in US dollars through a US bank.
